2. Disconnect the Passive Anti-Theft System (PATS) transceiver electrical connector.  

3. Release the clips and remove the PATS transceiver.  

4. NOTE: Replacement of the PATS transceiver does not require the PATS keys to be programmed into the 
PCM again.
